4.4. This Agreement shall be subject to pre-
mature termination as follows:

at the initiative of the Student, including the case
when the Student transfers to another educational
institution to continue mastering the program;

at the initiative of the Contractor in the event of
expulsion being applied to the Student, as a measure of
disciplinary action, in the event of the Student’s refusal
to fulfill his obligations for the conscientious mastering
of the program and implementation of the curriculum,
as well as in case of established violation of the
procedure for university admission, which caused,
attributed to the Student, his illegal enrollment in
educational institution;

Student and the Contractor, including in the event of
liquidation of the Contractor.

4.5. The Parties have agreed that a proper
notification to the Client and the Student of termination
of the Agreement by mutual consent, termination of
obligations under the Agreement, the Contractor’s
withdrawal from the Agreement, expulsion of the
Student, improper performance and (or) non-fulfillment
of the terms of the Agreement, change in the amount of
tuition fees under the Agreement, changes in other terms
of the Agreement, and the need to conclude an
additional agreement is a notification by one of the
following methods:

- direct submission of documents and (or)
notification to the Client and the Student;

- sending relevant documents and (or)
notification by registered mail, telegram;

- posting information in the Student's personal
account, sending a notification via short text
messages (SMS) to the Client and Student's
mobile phone number specified in the
Agreement (in case of electronic interaction);

- sending documents and (or) notifications by
fax, e-mail of the Client and Student specified
in the Agreement.

If the notification is given to the Client or the
Student personally, they shall be deemed to have been
duly notified, on condition that the Client or the Student
has signed for receiving the notification, or, if the Client
or the Student has refused to receive the notification
against receipt, this refusal is recorded in writing by the
Contractor.
