- posting information in the Student's personal
account, sending a notification via short text
messages (SMS) to the Student's mobile phone
number specified in the Agreement (in case of
electronic interaction);

- sending documents and (or) notifications by
fax, e-mail of the Student specified in the
Agreement.

If the notification is given to the Student
personally, the Student shall be deemed to have been
duly notified, on condition that the Student has signed
for receiving the notification, or, if the Student has
refused to receive the notification against receipt, this
refusal is recorded in writing by the Contractor.

A notice sent by mail is considered received
from the moment it is delivered to the recipient at the
address specified in Article 10 of the Agreement, or the
sender receives confirmation of the absence of the
recipient at the specified address.
