4.3. The Agreement may be terminated
unilaterally at the initiative of the Contractor in the cases
provided for in Clause 22 of the Rules for the Provision
of Paid Educational Services, approved by Decree of the
Government of the Russian Federation dated September
15, 2020 No. 1441.

4.4. This Agreement shall be subject to pre-
mature termination as follows:

at the initiative of the Student, including the case
when the Student transfers to another educational
institution that carries out educational activities to
continue mastering the PhD program;
