4 Modification and Termination of the
Agreement

4.1. The terms under which this Agreement has
been concluded, may be modified by agreement of the
Parties or in accordance with the legislation of the
Russian Federation.

4.2. The Agreement may be terminated by mutual
agreement of the Parties.

4.3. The Agreement may be terminated
unilaterally at the initiative of the Contractor in the cases
provided for in Clause 22 of the Rules for the Provision
of Paid Educational Services, approved by Decree of the

4.4. This Agreement shall be subject to pre-
mature termination as follows:
